All 6 members of the Committee attended the meetings on 04/10/2022 and 18/10/2022 via Zoom. 
Jessica Khan, Network and Committees Coordinator of the International Secretariat, attended the 
meetings of the Credentials Committee.

3-3 Question and Answer session on the 
reports 

Ms Deirdre McDermott (National Committee Officer, Ireland) states that the Communication Task 
Force (SCTF) of the Advisory Committee suggest to establish a Carbon Action Fund, which 
should be ringfenced to assist in relevant costs; terms of reference and criteria to be established. 
Mr Cyrill Von Planta suggests that this should be discussed further in the months to come.  
 
Ms. Dana Firas (expert invited to the Board, President of ICOMOS Jordan) suggests the creation 
of a capacity-building fund, particularly in light of the standards on World Heritage evaluations, 
which all National Committees have to be aware of. 
 
Ms Cristina Gonzalez Logo (President of ICOMOS International Scientific Committee on Training, 
United Kingdom) states that there seems to be various financial models depending on countries 
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and groups; some clarity on this point would be good and linked to this, other governments should 
provide financial support to ICOMOS. She asks whether Committees can share their experience 
in different countries so they can see what are the suitable/affordable activities for ICOMOS to 
take and/or support. 
Mr Cyrill Von Planta reminds her that, as there is a lot of National Committees, this process will 
require some time to go through the case of each National Committee. 
 
Ms Soraya Genin (President of ICOMOS Portugal) agrees with the proposal to increase the 
membership fees but thinks that fees should have been increased differently depending on the 
classification of countries according to their GDP.  
Mr Cyrill Von Planta recalls that the ICOMOS categories are based on the World Bank's income 
level classification for each country. ICOMOS cannot update the membership fees every year 
because, as stated in the ICOMOS statutes, any modification of the fees must be voted by the 
General Assembly.  
 
Mr Rashad Aliyev, Secretary General of ICOMPS Azerbaijan, asks what are the short- and long-
term strategies on the generation of income. He also asks whether ICOMOS would offer capacity-
building workshops to Committees for fundraising. 
Mr Cyrill Von Planta replies that the main objective of ICOMOS is to have unrestricted funds to 
draw from instead of operating on a project basis. The idea is to raise money from governments 
and institutions. 
 
Ms Teresa Patricio adds that an online information session was held on 19 October 2022 prior to 
the General Assembly to discuss financial matters with the presence of Mr Cyrill Von Planta and 
Ms Marie-Laure Lavenir, Director general of ICOMOS.  
Ms Teresa Patricio strongly encourages Committees to participate in these sessions in the future, 
as they allow for discussions and brainstorming of possible solutions.
